JEAN MARC DALPÉ IS A BORN STORYTELLER. He has translated this piece and brilliantly plays its only 

character: a wheelchair-bound, heroin-addicted miner in his forties. We listen to the admission of a man who 

is trying to rectify a mistake. “I am inside a rock where no living being has ever been.” We witness the 

tragedy of one who is being ravaged by what he has always wanted to fight. The frank and intense voice of 

a worker survives intact, a voice where courage shines like a beacon, of someone who makes his way from 

hatred to love. Jean Marc Dalpé gives a very moving, striking, and personal performance that commands 

respect.
